1. All engines will be sealed by the manufacturer and I-70 Speedway .

2. All engines must be purchased from I-70 Speedway or it’s designated distributor only.

· Any team found to have tampered with engine seals or altered their engine will be subject to suspension, fines and/or confiscation of engine.

· I-70 Speedway officials reserve the right to impound and/or replace any competitor’s crate engine at any time. 

3. All engines must be mounted with the center of the crankshaft a minimum of 11” from the ground.

4. Late Models and Super Trucks may set engine back a maximum of 3 ½” with #1 spark plug hole behind the center of left upper ball joint.

· Super Stock engine location will be the same as current engine

5. Carburetor

· All engines must use the Holley 4150 HP P/N 80541-1 and must remain “box stock.”

· I-70 Speedway officials reserve the right to exchange any competitor’s carburetor or motor at any time.

· No spacers or drop in spacers allowed. Carburetor must be securely fastened to the intake manifold with only one (1) singular .065” (1/16th) or thinner gasket between the carburetor and intake manifold. NO EXCEPTIONS!

· All carburetors must be purchased from I-70 Speedway or approved distributors only.
